Reception and Year 1 overviews

This programme overview shows the progression of GPCs and tricky words that we teach term-by-term. The progression
has been organised so that children are taught from the simple to more complex GPCs, as well as taking into account
the frequency of their occurrence in the most commonly encountered words. All the graphemes taught are practised in
words, sentences, and later on, in fully decodable books. Children review and revise GPCs and words, daily, weekly and
across terms and years, in order to move this knowledge into their long term memory.

Children need to learn to read as quickly as reasonably possible, so they can move from learning to read, to reading Year 1

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Listening to your child read their phonics book %

* Your child should be able to read
their book without your help.

* If they can’t read a word, read it to
them.

* Talk about the book and celebrate
their success.
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Looking after your phonics book
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* Please take great care with the decodable
book sent home.

* Recently we have had a lot of books
damaged, usually water damage or lost.

* There is a £5 charge for books that are
damaged or lost- this is so that we can
replace this book.

* One less book in a set makes an impact.

* Please also ensure books are returned
weekly-there is Reception, Year 1 and Year 2
using these books- that’s almost 120 children
and a book not returned makes an impact.
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The shared book/library book/reading‘
pleasure book is for YOU to read:

* Make the story sound as exciting as you can by
changing your voice.

* Talk with your child as much as you can:
o Introduce new and exciting language.
o Encourage your child to use new vocabulary.
o Make up sentences together.
